Advantages of Computer Based Teaching

· Effective and Efficient use of time

· Caters to all levels (great for multi-level)

· Students just need to listen and get copy later

· Spell check and synonym words on the spot

· Is visually attractive

· You can copy, save, and reuse your lessons

· Allows for file management systems

· Allows for picture dictionary

· Allows for editing sentences and paragraphs together

· Allows for lower level students to be part of any lesson designed for intermediate and advanced students

· Resourceful – little digging for materials in books

· Allows for reinforcement – just pull up copy and review, review and review

· Interactive together – on-line quizzes, games and exercises.  Or you can buy your own CDs.
Great for…
· Tuning into listening websites, news releases on Yahoo, CNN…etc

· Reading current online stories together and analyzing sentence 
structure, vocabulary, idioms and phrases

· Working on grammar quizzes together 

· Typing out and editing sentences by highlighting key points
· Practicing pronunciation lists and separating words into syllables.

· Finding and printing off instant lessons from the internet using your 
file management system.


On the Spot Lessons
No books or photocopies required!

Activity #1
Use a newspaper picture/article/ad and prepare a lesson on any grammar structure, vocabulary, writing or reading activity.  

Activity #2
Ask a student to talk about what they did last night or they are going to do today after class.   Type up their sentences word for word and then edit with the rest of the class.  Highlight key words (add synonyms and new vocabulary).

Activity #3

Listen to the radio on your way to work for new vocabulary or interesting tidbits of news.  Present it as a lesson.

Activity #4

Listen carefully to your students for common grammatical mistakes and then just present a quick lesson on it.  

For example:  

Student sentence:

You are prepared for Christmas?

Revised:
Are you ready for Christmas?

Have you finished your Christmas shopping?
Activity #5



Write down a list of nouns and verbs (given by your students) and have your students give you sentences.
